Every five years each member is required to show samples of their
craft and explain the processes used to a committee of current members.

The crafts available for purchase vary widely and change from year to year, as
new artists are added to the show. ltems ranging from home accessories, to
wearables, to unique gifts will be available to shoppers over Thanksgiving
weekend at the Vienna Community Center.
